Traffic History (June 14th – October 4th 2010)
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Figure 1 below shows us how many page views there have been on the Scottish Cycling website each month, since launch day back in June. ‘Page views’ include multiple re-visits to the site by the same person. Whereas ‘Unique views’ (Figure 2) is a single, individual person that views our website within a specified time period i.e. each month. Each person visiting our site is counted only once during that period, no matter how many times they visit our website. For example, from June 14th-July 14th there were 9425 unique page views (Figure 2), meaning 9425 different individuals accessed our website during this period.
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Top pages 2010

Since launch day a total of 382 pages on the Scottish Cycling website were viewed a total of 84,254 times. The ‘unique views’ for these 382 pages stands at 55,546 views. This means over 55,500 different people have looked at a total of 382 pages within the SC website since the new site was launched. Bear in mind these values will go up daily as more people visit our website.
The pie-chart below shows us which sections of the website have been visited most often. Note that the section in orange, ‘other’ is a whole range of 372 different pages such as static content and news stories other than the ones listed below to the right of the pie-chart. So although ‘other’ looks like a big percentage compared to the ten pages listed below, it is not, as ‘other’ is made up of 372 pages, so its percentage of page views is quite small (per page) compared to the likes of the homepage, road, MBLA and TT.
