	2011 UCI BMX SUPERCROSS WORLD CUP APPLICATION FORM


The following rules apply to the 2011 UCI BMX Supercross World Cup Series.

The BMX Supercross World Cup is a competition for Elite male and Elite level female riders.  Exceptions can be made for exceptional 17 and 18 year olds competing in the Junior male category.
All competitors must hold a valid licence issued by a member Federation of the UCI.  

All entry fees will be paid in advance for each event, you will need to take a valid licence with you.

The attached form should be signed, completed and returned no later than the stated deadline for each event. Tick the boxes on the attached form for the races you would like to be entered for.  You can either send in the form completed for all the races that you wish to enter this season or take copies and send forms in for individual races.  You will receive email or telephone confirmation of your entry to a round prior to an event.

Entry Fee: The entry fee for each round is equivalent to 150 Swiss Francs and is paid direct to the organisers by a representative at each event.  As of March 2011, that fee per event is: £105.00
Late Entries: Late entries will not be accepted. 

No Show: Should riders fail to attend the event having been entered, they will be subjected to a fine by the UCI. This will be approximately equivalent to 300 Swiss Francs.  Unpaid fines will lead to a delay in your licence being issued for the following season.

Categories: Supercross events combine Elite and Junior riders so are open to riders aged 17 and older

Format: Riders qualify for the main event via a Time Trial.  The number going forward from the time trial is dependent upon the overall number of entries (See UCI Reg: 6.3.007).  Presuming there are more than 64 entries, the top 64 riders will go through to the main event.  There are 2 timed runs whereby the top 32 from run 1 will go through and the top 32 from run 2.  A rider’s time trial results will be used to calculate the seeding for the main event.

Main Event:  The Motos will be run over 3 rounds, where the top 4 riders qualify for the next single round qualifier and on to the final.  Lane draw is based on your time in each round.
