British Youth and Junior Leagues

Due to the huge success of this league the following changes have been made to the finals competitions to try to help reduce the number of hours to run each round-

1) Split the League into two independent competitions -  Under 12’s covering U8s, U10s & U12s and  Over 12’s covering U14s, U16s, U18s and 12-17 Girls.

2) At Regional League level both competitions can take place at the same venue as they do now

3) At National Rounds the two competitions would go ahead on the same day in the same Region but at different tracks (hopefully Regions staging National Rounds would schedule tracks as close as possible)

4) Starting times for National Rounds could revert to 1 p.m. to allow more acceptable departure times for travellers

REGULATION CHANGES 2011



i)
1.1.3 – Delete the words – ‘in exceptional circumstances’ from first sentence

1.1.3 – Add new sentence – This regulation does not apply to British Individual or Team Championships.

Reason – Difficult to define ‘exceptional circumstances’ . Change 2. To clarify the position re British Champs 

ii)
1.1.6 – Change second sentence to now read – Any such arrangement will only be allowed with the prior permission of the secondary league (s) involved and both clubs. The appropriate documentation must be received by BC Headquarters before that published date as set by the Commission.

Reason – To enforce/clarify the regulation

iii)
2.1 – Change ‘15’ to ‘20’ 

Reason – To assist with the smooth running of a match and ensure it starts on time


iv)
2.2 – Insert new Paragraph 2. ‘Riders who fail to present themselves to the pits at this `time will be liable to exclusion from the match’


Reason – To assist with the smooth running of a match and ensure it starts on time


v)
2.4 – Delete – ‘ racing licence’ and replace with ‘ British Cycling membership card’

Reason – Regulations need to reflect what is required



vi)
2.5 – Add New Regulation – The designation of a rider’s entitlement to compete for a region or within a regional competition will be dictated by that rider’s primary registered Cycle Speedway club.

Reason – To remove any doubt





vii)
3.4.2 – Add to start of Regulation ‘ At least twenty minutes before the start of the match, 


Reason – To improve the image of the sport and help with the running of competition





viii)
3.4.3 – Replace ‘licences’ with ‘BC membership cards’ 



Reason – To reflect what is required



ix)
3.4.10 - Add further sentence - Where a referee has had cause to issue either red or yellow card(s), a copy of the referees report shall also be forwarded to BC Headquarters by him.

Reason – To confirm procedure

x)
3.5.6 - Add New Regulation - From half an hour prior to the start of the first match until the completion of the last race in the last match in any one day of competition, a suitably qualified and equipped first aider shall be present. This person shall be identifiable by the wearing of a suitably lettered garment or arm band, or at the very least the name of this person shall be listed in the match programme. This person shall be at the track side at all times during competition and shall preferably not be appointed to any other tasks whilst racing is being run.

Reason – To ensure all meetings have a first aider and everyone present knows who that person is.

xi)
3.5.7 – Add New Regulation - Persons under the age of 18 may only act in any official role within a match with the express permission of the Referee in Charge

Reason –To ensure that the Referee has a greater say over who he is to be working with and that only those responsible in manner are used

xii)
11.17 – Add further sentence - In all British Championships, a rider may only compete on behalf of, or in the name of that Cycle Speedway Team as shown on their BC Membership Card. 


Reason – To reduce opportunities of potential abuse.

xiii)
12.3 – Add further sentence – Where a rider or riders enter late or on the day to replace a rider or riders who have withdrawn or failed to appear within 15 minutes of the start of the match, a draw shall take place to determine which vacant place shall be filled by which substitute rider

Reason – To confirm the procedure to be adopted for rider additions/replacements 

xiv)
12.4 – Add New Regulation and renumber subsequent Regulations – The BC Cycle Speedway Commission may, at its discretion, not permit the running of a British Individual Championship where there are less than 8 entries as at the closing date.

Reason – Gives a base figure where it is considered reasonable for a promoter to run a Championship on behalf of the sport, whilst still allowing the promotion of the two Youth Girls Champs which currently have few entries

xv)
13.3 – Add New Regulation and renumber subsequent Regulations – The BC Cycle Speedway Commission may, at its discretion, not permit the running of a British Club Championship where there are less than 4 entries as at the closing date.

Reason – Gives a base figure where it is considered reasonable for a promoter to run a Championship. 

xvi)
13.4 – Add words – ‘ from the declared team for that day of competition’ between ‘rider’ and ‘to’

Reason - To prevent a team from bringing in a fresh rider, just for a ride off

xvii)
14 5 - New Regulation 12.3 – 

Copy 12.3 but replace the word ‘individual’ with ‘club’ and replace ‘rider’ with ‘club’

Reason – To enable teams to fill in open slots to bring a competition up to strength – Note - not sure how this might affect the current 13.3

xviii)
19.9 – Add New Regulation – The drinking of alcohol and smoking shall be forbidden in the pit area and within the track perimeter 

Reason – To enhance the image of the sport

Appendix 1 –Delete Title – ‘British Team Championship’ and replace with  ‘British Club or Team Championship

Reason – To confirm which events to which this rule refers

xix)
Appendix 1 – Add to note at end of regulation - For International Events run within the UK, British Championships, British National Leagues and other similar levels of competition, BCHQ will be responsible for the collection and retention of fines. For all other ‘lower ‘ categories of match, the governing region in the case of regional competitions and promoting clubs in the case of local events shall be responsible for the collection and retention of fines.
