FIRST AID AND PIT MARSHALL IDENTIFICATION

In line with regulation 3.5.6 the first aider at all Cycle Speedway Matches should be easily identifiable. In order to assist clubs with this process BCHQ have purchased a stock of ARM BANDS for this purpose to be worn by the appointed First Aider for each meeting. As a point of information the minimum qualification of a first aider for a Cycle Speedway match is to hold a basic first aid certificate. Their key role is to take charge of the situation where first aid is required and to manage the care of the injured until, where necessary, greater qualified assistance appears. These arm bands are available from Paul West at BCHQ for £4 each (including VAT) – Cheques payable to British Cycling.

Pit Marshall Arm Bands are also available to help with the identification of these officials as the same ratew.
