The nature of Mountain Bike racing is such that the advance identification of hazards and the adoption of remedial action to reduce risks of injury to anyone involved in the event is not a one off exercise.

The following good practice items are provided as a pre-event checklist and self-assessment tool for organisers and their appointed Commissaire.  
At the pre--race course inspection immediately prior to racing commences, the appointed Commissaire will ensure the event specific risks are the same and are adequately assessed.  In all instances where the Commissaire has identified action required to ensure the safety of competitors, the action to reduce potential risk should be detailed in the specific risk assessment.  

Once the event is underway it will be the joint responsibility of the organiser, staff & Commissaire to continue to assess changes to the course, which may affect the initial assessment of risk over and above that which might be expected to occur from participation within a potentially dangerous activity such as mountain bike racing.
