About Bradley:
Bradley was born in Ghent, Belgium but grew up in London near to the Herne Hill Velodrome, where he started racing at the age of 12. Track was his main focus in his younger years and his first World Champion medal came in 1997 when he was 18 in the Individual Pursuit.
Three Olympic Gold medals and seven World Champion titles later Bradley switched his focus to road cycling and in 2009 he equalled the best-ever performance by a British rider in the Tour de France when he finished fourth overall.

In 2010, Bradley joined the British-backed Team Sky as the team leader and in their first season racing together he took the Maglia Rosa in the Giro d’Italia after winning the opening Time Trial.
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
