About Jason:
It was over ten years ago when Jason Queally won the Gold medal in the 1km TT at the Sydney Olympic, a performance which is widely credited with sparking the GB Cycling Team’s Gold rush.
Prior to taking up cycling, Jason represented Lancaster University in water polo whilst studying for his degree in Medical Science. He took up cycling aged 25 and won his first Olympic Gold medal in 2000 in the 1km TT. As the 1km TT was taken off the Olympic programme for the 2008 Olympic Games, Jason turned his focus onto becoming a Paracycling tandem pilot which would mean he could not compete at elite level for two years to ensure his eligibility. However, in the Autumn of 2009, Jason started training with the Men’s Team Pursuit squad to improve his Endurance skills for the tandem and the opportunity soon arose for Jason to train with the Team Pursuit squad full time with the aim of targeting London 2012. At the age of 39, he rejoined the GB Cycling Team, switching from sprint to endurance in the build up to London 2012.
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
