About Liam:

Liam began cycling in 1994 when he was just 5 years old and in 1999 he won his first European Championship title. More success at European level ensued, including three Bronze medals before Liam was accepted onto the Olympic Academy Programme in 2005. Other accolades include 10 consecutive National Champion titles and a Silver medal in the 2006 European Championships in Switzerland. 
In 2008, aged just 19, Liam made it to the quarter finals at the Beijing Olympic Games in which BMX made its debut. Liam has continued to progress and 2010 saw him take his first podium finish at World Cup level when he took the Silver medal in Copenhagen.  
In 2011, Liam was asked to train with the Track Sprint Programme having shown the power output potential to bid for the Man One position in the Men’s Team Sprint. Speaking of the new opportunity, Liam said: “Over the past few years, I’ve sustained numerous injuries which have left me unable to train on the BMX track for significant periods of time. Turning to track has meant that I receive a solid block of training with opportunities to compete at a high-level which means I’m not missing out on the competition experience. And let’s face it – this has to be one of the best environments in the world of cycling to train in!”
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
