Specialising in the sprint events, Matt has represented GB in the Sprint, Team Sprint, Keirin and Kilo events on the World stage at Junior, Under-23 and now Senior level. 

Matt’s career took off back in 2004 where he won Gold in the Junior European Track Championships in the Sprint and Keirin. In the same year, he took Silver at the Youth Commonwealth Games in Australia. 

He stepped up a level for 2006, and competed again in the Commonwealth Games – this time the senior version – taking Silver in the Team Sprint, alongside his established teammates Jamie Staff and Jason Queally.  

His first international success on the world stage came in 2008, where he took Bronze in the Sprint at the World cup in Manchester. Also, Matt scooped the Gold medal – and the prize money – at the invitation-only JKA Keirin, seeing off stiff competition from around the globe

2009 saw Matt perform once again at the World Championships – this time taking Silver in the Team Sprint with Jamie Staff and Jason Kenny. Matt also spends a lot of his off-season in Japan honing his Keirin skills.
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
