About Nicole:

As an Olympic Gold medallist, World Champion, ten times British Road Race Champion and World Number 1, Nicole Cooke is one of British Cycling’s most decorated athletes. 

Nicole joined the GB Cycling Team in 2000 and immediately proved the depth of her talent in her Junior years by winning Junior World Champion titles in Road, Time Trial and Mountain Biking. Nicole turned professional in 2002 and in her first season she won a number of prestigious one day races in Europe, along with a Gold medal in the Commonwealth Games. A gritty all-rounder, she has no real weaknesses and is generally recognised to have remarkable mental strength which, allied to a matchless will to win, makes her a formidable competitor.

Other achievements in the seasons that followed include the Tour de France Feminine, Giro d’Italia and World Cup series. Nicole’s dream since beginning cycling was the Olympics and in 2008 her preparation paid off when she went on to become the first road cyclist to win the Olympic and World Road Race titles in the same year. Her achievements in 2008 were recognised when she was awarded with an MBE in the New Year’s Honours list.   

In the 2010 UCI Road World Championships in Australia, Nicole put in a gutsy ride to make a break with another rider. With 1km to go, the pairing had 10 seconds lead on the chasing group but were caught with the finish line in sight. Nicole narrowly missed out on a podium place, finishing in a very respectable fourth place.
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
