About Sam:

Sam started cycling in 2006 when he was 13 years old when he and his friends decided to try out Newport Velodrome, and he soon started racing with his local club. In 2008, Sam was selected to join British Cycling’s Olympic Development Programme in 2008 and in the same year he became the U16 National Champion in the Pursuit, Points and Scratch race. In 2010, Sam came away from the Junior World Champs with two silver medals and was also selected to represent Wales in the Commonwealth Games, in which he came fourth in the Points Race.
Sam’s biggest success to date came at the 2011 Beijing World Cup when, aged just 18, he won the Gold medal in the Omnium event competing against World Class Elite athletes. Following that, at the 2011 World Championships, 18 year old Sam was called up to replace GB stalwart Ed Clancy in the Team Pursuit after the qualifying round after Ed pulled out through illness. Sam stepped up to the mark in the Bronze medal ride-off, helping his team mates (Peter Kennaugh, Andy Tennant, Steven Burke) win the round. Sam also replaced Ed in the Omnium event, where he had mixed fortune to finish 12th overall, but displaying huge character and massive potential throughout. 
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
