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2011 NATIONAL POINTS SERIES (GRASS TRACK) 

8 KMS (ENDURANCE) GRASS TRACK SERIES

SHORT DISTANCE GRASS TRACK SERIES

PURPOSE

To encourage participation and rider awareness of grass track competition and to encourage support of grass track meetings by riders and organisers alike.

REGULATIONS

1.
Each competition is open to British holders of current UCI recognised annual racing licences plus Foreign Nationals who hold a Current BCF Licence. Each competition will be won by the rider who gains the highest number of points during the entire series.  Subsequent placings will be judged on the same system.  Foreign Nationals holding UCI Recognised Licences of other Federations may also compete within the various rounds of these leagues and shall take any league points earned but not qualify for any overall awards.

2.
Riders shall be selected by the Promoter of each Series Round on the basis of the individual abilities of the riders entered. Entries on the line for events in these National Series may only be accepted where the Organiser has previously advertised that he will accept such within the published BC National Calendar. 

3.
The distance of the Short Distance Grass Track events may vary between 400m & 800m dependant on the nature and conditions of the track to be used. Final ruling on the distance shall be at the discretion of the Meeting Organiser. In issues of doubt, events should be run closer to 800m than 400m.  Primes may be awarded during the Endurance Grass Track  Series Events

4. 
Series points for both competitions will be awarded for the first six placed riders in each round as follows-  1st 30 Points; 2nd 25 Points; 3rd 21 Points; 4th 17 Points; 5th 14 Points; 6th 12 Points 

5.
Race programmes and posters must bear the name of the competition including the name of the sponsor (if applicable) of the overall competition.

6.
As is normal for major events, the Federation shall appoint the Chief Commissaire. Every effort will be made to appoint a suitable official who lives within reasonable travel distance of the event. Promoters shall pay adequate travel (currently 27p per mile) and out-of-pocket expenses to these officials.

7.
The standard Registration fee is payable for each meeting. All applicants must pay the due Registration fees when submitting their event registration form to their Region to place their meeting on the Calendar. 


Meeting permits will be issued by BC Headquarters under the conditions laid down in 2009 Technical Regulation 15.2.

8.
The meeting Promoter will send 4 copies of the meeting programme to BC Headquarters at least seven days in advance. Immediately after the meeting a full result sheet should also be forwarded to BC Headquarters by post or fax. This is in addition to the result cards as submitted by the Chief Commissaire. 

9.
Qualified First Aid attendants must be present throughout the meeting. 


(Including any time allocated to pre-meeting rider warming up). 

10.
Promoters of meetings incorporating a round of the national series are encouraged to run events, preferably in the form of an omnium, for Youth riders.    



11.
Promoters are advised that an Anti-doping Control may be carried out and arrangements should be made for an Anti-doping Control Station to be available. (Please note that the Sports Council can no longer supply a mobile unit for this purpose) This should be on the track facility site and ideally, comprise of separate waiting and administrative rooms with an adjacent toilet.  The Anti-doping Control Station may need to remain open for at least three hours following the finish of the last race.  A supply of drinks in sealed containers must be available for the riders.  Meeting promoters should make preparations to provide this facility in all cases as notice that a control will take place may only be received by the organiser as late as the day before the meeting is due to take place. 

12.
British Cycling and GB Cycling team, shall be afforded reasonable facilities, if requested, for publicity or promotion of themselves and their sponsors at the event.  BCHQ and the promoter will identify any potential sector clash between BC sponsors and local sponsors of the event, and promoters will be provided with a branding sequence from BCHQ to be agreed.  Any Series sponsor or co-sponsors shall be entitled to branding positioned on the barriers in the finish area, and on flag signs in the finish area. In the case of televised events, these facilities shall be the subject of individual negotiation between BC and the event Promoter.  As a Promoter of a BC NPS event, it is hoped that you will assist BC's publicity and recruitment by printing a free membership advertisement in your race programme.  Copy can be obtained from Headquarters and posters may be available on request.

13.
An announcer with appropriate PA equipment should be provided to keep spectators informed.
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
