REGULATIONS

1.
Each competition is open to British holders of current UCI recognised annual racing licences plus Foreign Nationals who hold a Current British Cycling Licence. Each competition will be won by the rider who gains the highest number of points during the entire series.  Subsequent placings will be judged on the same system.  Foreign Nationals holding UCI Recognised Licences of other Federations may also compete within the various rounds of these leagues shall take any league points earned but not qualify for any overall awards.

2.
Riders shall be selected by the Promoter of each League Round, giving priority to those already figuring in the current relevant National Standings.   

3.
Race programmes and posters must bear the name of the competition including the name of the sponsor (if applicable) of the overall competition.

4.
As is normal for major events, the Federation shall appoint the Chief Commissaire and one Assistant Commissaire.  Every effort will be made to obtain suitable officials who live within reasonable travel distance of the event. Promoters shall pay adequate travel (currently 27p per mile) and out-of-pocket expenses to these officials.

5.
The standard event registration fee is payable for each meeting. All applicants must pay the due fees when submitting their event registration form to their Regional to place their meeting on the Calendar. 

6.
Meeting permits will be issued by BC Headquarters under the conditions laid down in 2009 Technical Regulation 15.2.

7.
The meeting Promoter will send 4 copies of the meeting programme to BC Headquarters at least seven days in advance. Immediately after the meeting a full result sheet should also be forwarded to BC Headquarters by post or fax. This is in addition to the result cards as submitted by the Chief Commissaire. 

8.
Qualified First Aid attendants must be present throughout the meeting. (Including any time allocated to pre-meeting rider warming up). 

9.
Promoters are advised that an Anti-doping Control may be carried out and arrangements should be made for an Anti-doping Control Station to be available. (Please note that the Sports Council can no longer supply a mobile unit for this purpose) This should be on the track facility site and ideally, comprise of separate waiting and administrative rooms with an adjacent toilet.  The Anti-doping Control Station may need to remain open for at least three hours following the finish of the last race.  A supply of drinks in sealed containers must be available for the riders.  Meeting promoters should make preparations to provide this facility in all cases as notice that a control will take place may only be received by the organiser as late as the day before the meeting is due to take place.

The suggested minimum prize list for each round of each competition shall be as follows-

Series points will be awarded for the first twelve placed riders in each round in each competition as follows- 30, 25, 21, 17, 14, 12, 10, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4
12.
The National Endurance League will comprise of a number of prestigious distance track events run around the country throughout the season as nominated by the BC Track Commission on behalf of the BC Board. Items 4 & 6 above will not apply. Where the race is a Madison, both riders will be awarded league points based on their finishing position i.e. 30 points for both members of the 1st team, 25 points for both members of the 2nd team etc. 
13.
Where a League round is postponed and subsequently rescheduled, it shall continue to count towards the national series, provided that:

a) Minimum notice of one month is given of the rearranged date.

b) The new date is no later than 30th September in the year of the competition.

c) In the case of Sprinters League or Women’s Omnium, the original competition had not reached such a stage that an official result had been declared. (see item 4 of the specific regulations below). Where a League round is rescheduled it shall be treated as a new event, and therefore additional entries may be accepted. 

14.
British Cycling and GB Cycling team shall be afforded reasonable facilities, if requested, for publicity or promotion of themselves and their sponsors at the event.  BCHQ and the promoter will identify any potential sector clash between BC sponsors and local sponsors of the event, and promoters will be provided with a branding sequence from BCHQ to be agreed. Any Series sponsor or co-sponsors shall be entitled to branding positioned on the barriers in the finish area, and on flag signs in the finish area. In the case of televised events, these facilities shall be the subject of individual negotiation between BC and the event Promoter.  As a Promoter of a BC NPS event, it is hoped that you will assist BC's publicity and recruitment by printing a free membership advertisement in your race programme.  Copy can be obtained from Headquarters and posters may be available on request.

15.
Promoters are encouraged to give considerable thought to the quality of the announcer to be used and to ensure that the delivery of that information supplied to spectators by such a person is constant and ‘up beat’. 

16.
It is recommended that photo finish equipment be used.

3.
League Positions per round – Also See General Regulation 11 above
The top six placings in each round shall be determined by the result of the Final and Minor Final. 7th-12th place shall be determined by the order of the 200m time trial result of those not progressing beyond the first round rep.     

4.
Incomplete Meetings

All National Sprinter’s League Rounds shall commence and be completed within the same track meeting. In circumstances where a National Sprinter’s League round has progressed beyond the round one repecharges but then cannot be completed within the track meeting due to inclement weather or other reason, league points (as shown in item 5) will be spread equally amongst those riders yet to be placed. That prize money due shall be split in the same manner. Where progress in that meeting’s competition has not been made beyond the completion of the First Round Reps the League round will either be postponed or cancelled and no points or prizes allocated. In instances where a League round is rescheduled the competition shall recommence with the qualifying Time Trial Round. 

Nb. Organisers are encouraged to lay on additional events to cater for those riders eliminated early. 

Women’s Omnium Specific Regulations
1.
Open to

Senior and Junior Women Riders who hold a full UCI Competition Licence. Foreign Nationals holding a licence of a foreign Federation. 

2.
Format

A minimum of three events will be run within each round of this competition-.

a)
500m Individual Standing Time Trial  (may be hand held – Start to be on straights)  


b)
8km Scratch Race

c)
2 Km Individual Pursuit (may be hand held – may be multi Station Start).
All Riders must complete the distance to record a time. (Whether caught or not). Riders not completing the full distance will be placed in order. That rider having covered the most distance will be placed the highest and so on. 

Number of riders per heat at discretion of Chief Commissaire.
d)
Sprint Competition

6 heats of 4 riders. Seeding to be based on current placing in that day’s event standings..

e)
Points Race.



8km Points of 5, 3, 2 and 1 every 2km. 

Riders failing to complete the full distance will be placed according to distance covered irrespective of points gained. 


f)
The events to be run in order as shown above.  

In order to assist promoters they may round up or down the distance of each event to suit the length of the facility   

3. Omnium Points Structure

a) The results of each event within each Omnium Round will carry the following points- 
1st  1 Point; 2nd 2 Points; 3rd 3 Points; etc
b) The Rider with lowest accumulative points will be declared winner of that Omnium League Round. In cases of equal points, the final placing of each rider in the points race shall determine the final overall placing of such riders.
c) Riders not contesting all events will be placed in that round’s overall standings in order after those who started all the events. This order will be dependant on 1) the number of events started and 2) points scored. 
d) National Omnium League Points Per Round - See General Regulation 11 above

Junior Women will also have their own separate National Series (this will include any Youth A Riders) in addition to their inclusion within the National Women’s Omnium Series.  The same scale of points will apply. 
4. Incomplete Meetings

All National Women’s Omnium League Rounds shall commence and be completed within the same track meeting. In circumstances where a National Women’s Omnium League round is not completed due to inclement weather or other reason, the Chief Commissaire shall declare the result as at the competition of the last fully completed round of that meeting’s competition. In the case if a tie on points at this stage, the placings of those affected riders in their last event shall be used to place such riders in the final overall result. Prizes and League Points will be allocated as per items 3 & 4 based on this result. 
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
