About Barney Storey:
Barney Storey is the most experienced sprint tandem pilot on the GB Para-Cycling Team with numerous World and Paralympic champion titles under his belt. Storey has been on the British team since 2001, where he achieved his first international para-cycling success at the European Championships in Zurich, Switzerland.
In 2003 he won the British national title for the 200 metres tandem sprint competing with club mate Ben Elliot, then two years later in 2005 won this event with Craig MacLean. Storey also won the National Keirin title in 2003, as well as the Team Sprint title in 2004 on his solo bike. At the 2006 British National Tandem Sprint Championships held in Newcastle Storey defended the title partnered by partially sighted Paralympian Anthony Kappes, making them the first Paralympic team to hold the able-bodied national title. In 2006 Storey and Kappes became the first competitors to become UCI World Champions in the inaugural UCI World Track Championships, Aigle, Switzerland, for paracycling.
Perhaps his finest achievement came in 2008, where he won two gold medals at the Beijing Paralympic Games with Anthony Kappes as the stoker, just 10 days after a big crash which left Kappes with a broken scapular. The pair smashed the Kilo World Record by half a second. The second medal in the Tandem Sprint came less than an hour after Barney's wife Sarah Storey had won Paralympic gold in the women's individual pursuit.

At the UCI Para-cycling Track World Championships in Manchester in 2009 Storey teamed up with former Paralympic sprinter Neil Fachie. Together they broke the Kilo world record which had been set by Storey in partnership with Kappes. 
Storey is also an established sprint coach and in 2009 was awarded an MBE for his services to disability sport.
