Neil is a Physics graduate who has never let his disability affect him greatly. It got him into international sport on the athletics track, opening up the opportunity to take up cycling at the top level. Neil has always been a huge fan of cycling and, having narrowly missed out on both the 100 and 200 metres finals in the Beijing Paralympics, decided he needed change in his sporting career. 
The power that Neil developed during his time in athletics quickly impressed cycling coaches and he started training with the GB Para-Cycling Team in September 2008 and officially made it onto the squad in April 2009. Neil rides a tandem with an able-bodied pilot.

His first major international competition soon followed - the Paralympic World Cup at the Manchester Velodrome and Neil, piloted by Dave Readle, won two silver medals. Since then, Neil has competed for Britain at two World Championships winning four gold medals and breaking two world records. 
When he doesn’t train, Neil likes to listen to music, watch films, play video games and travel. He describes himself as The Power Monkey. His training tips are: set goals (both long term and short term), plan out how you will achieve them, and enjoy the experience. 
Neil’s sporting hero Lance Armstrong and his sporting ambition is to become a Paralympic Champion and to reach an equal level of performance to top able-bodied athletes.
Neil won the Aberdeen Sports Person of the Year for his achievements in 2009. 
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
